You should expect them to forget. (12) 
See Romans 15:18–20.

2. COMMITTED TO SELF-SACRIFICE. (12:14–15) 

Focus on people not things. (14) 

Give despite how you might be treated. (15) 

 
 

3. COMMITTED TO EDIFICATION. (12:16–19) 

Not to burden others. (16) 

Not to take advantage of others. (17–18) 

Not to make excuses. (19)
